I. Call to Order, Introductions, and Approval of Minutes.  Linn Adams called the meeting to order at 12:35 PM.  Otto Ewoldt moved, second by Melvyn Houser, that the November 5, 2003  Minutes be approved.  The motion carried.
II. Financial Report.  Deb Westvold reviewed the Financial Report dated November 30, 2003.  Otto Ewoldt moved, second by Mike Bergan, to accept the report.  The motion carried.  Mike Bergen presented the Proposed FY 2005 Budget.  He noted that the Annual Membership Fee assessed would sat the same as the FY 2004 Budget at $90,000.  Sue Novak moved adoption of the budget, second by Otto Ewoldt.  The motion carried.  

III. Membership Report.  Deb Westvold noted that the Hamilton County Board of Supervisors has submitted a letter asking to withdraw from the 28E Agreement.  Dave Mineart moved, second by Mike Bergen, to accept the withdrawal.  The motion carried.  Deb Westvold also reported that she has had several conversations with the CPC in Jackson County over concerns they have about some provider rates that are higher than they are willing to pay.  They were under the impression that as a CRIS member they would be required to pay the higher rate.  Deb has explained to them that the CRIS process does not require that the continue to include that provider in their county management plan, and that they would have to pay the higher rate whether they were a CRIS member or not.  The Jackson County Board of Supervisors has withdrawn the letter they sent requesting to withdraw from the 28E Agreement. 
IV. Nominating Committee.  Linn Adams appointed a Nominating Committee consisting of Otto Ewoldt, Kay Kollmorgan, and Linn Adams.  They will meet during the ISAC Spring School in March.

V. Community Mental Health Center Committee.  Deb Westvold reported that a small group is getting together to discuss cost report issues unique to Community Mental Health Centers.  The report will be shared with the CPCs at the CPC member meeting in March and with the Board at the next meeting.
VI. Next Meeting Date and Agenda.  The next Board meeting was scheduled for April 28 at the ISAC office.  The Tentative Agenda topics are: Eide Bailly Report, Nominating Committee, Recruiting Report, CPC Member Meeting Report.
