87th Iowa General Assembly, First Session, Week 15
The 2017 session looks to come to a close today or tomorrow as the Iowa Legislature finishes its work for the year. All appropriations bills have been sent to the Governor with the exception of SF 516, the standing appropriations bill. We appreciate your efforts to contact your legislators to remind them of the importance of the C/I Replacement Claim standing appropriation. There are several policy bills still ready to be debated but the conclusion should be coming soon. On Monday, Governor Branstad signed SF 234 into law. The bill changes texting while driving from a secondary to a primary offense. While this legislation does not go to the degree that ISAC and the rest of the “Stay Alive: Don’t Text and Drive” coalition would like in going fully “hands-free” while driving, we believe it is a positive step forward that will save lives and ISAC will continue to work for a fully “hands-free” bill.
